oS » + Paddy purchase from farmers commenced from 2000-01 onwards with an objective

to ensure Minimum Support Price (MSP) of paddy.
¢ MSP in this season for Grade-A verity of Rs 1,280/- and Common of Rs 1,250/- per
quintal

+ Stepped up paddy purchases from 2006-07 onwards involving procuring agencies
like IKP, PACS, etc.

¢+ Paddy so purchased from farmers, transports to rice mills and resultant raw rice
accepts by the Corporation, while boiled rice hands over to FCI for central pool.

¢ In KMS 2011-12, 20.21 LMT of paddy purchased from farmers by opening 1,600
purchase centers.

+ 2,005 purchase centers proposed with a target purchase of 13.71 LMT of paddy in
this season.

+ The Corporation made prompt payments to farmers mobilizing Rs 2,900 crores cash
credit from RBIin KMS 2011-12.



¢ Aimed to disburse farmer payments in this season within 3 days
time limit while proposing to make payments on the same day in
the next season

Sonamasuri (BPT) paddy purchase:

¢ To encourage 8 BPT preferred verities of paddy cultivation and to
stabilize market prices, the Government decided to purchase at
Rs 1,500/ per quintal under market intervention scheme.

+ About 100 exclusive Corporation run centers opened in all AMC
market yards in the State

Rice procurement:

+ Decentralized Procurement of rice - objective to achieve self
reliance of 40 LMT State annual PDS requirement of rice, to
achieve economy in terms of transport and godown space
requirements and to ensure supply local & quality rice to
cardholders.

¢ AP State Civil Supplies Corporation, the State agency taken up
procurement of rice from this season onwards.

¢ Under this scheme, the Corporation accepts CMR raw rice in all
districts and mill levy of raw rice in 7 districts - Nalgonda,
Karimnagar, Warangal, Guntur, Prakasam, Nellore & Chittoor.

+ Whereas FCI accepts mill levy of raw rice in balance 16 districts
and boiled rice from all districts of the state for central pool.

+ In 7 districts, the Corporation is proposing to accept 15 LMT of
raw rice this year.

+ Godown space - 6 LMT space identified in these 7 districts out of
FCI dehired SWC, AMC and balance from private godowns.
Besides this, it is proposed to strengthen 439 MLS points by
acquisition/ construction of additional godown space of 11.37

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+ Transport contract — The Joint Collectors entrusting transport contact basing on the Stage | &I
approved rates. The handling charges adopted as per existing norms of the respective of SWC/
CWC, AMC and other godowns.

+ Manpower - 131 Technical & accounts staff and depot assistants deployed in 7 procuring districts
for DCP operations besides deputation of technical staff from FCI. Computer hardware positioned
along with Data Entry Operators and installed accounts package.

+ Funds flow - RBI sanctioned cash credit of Rs 3,000 crores towards rice miller payments for
purchase of raw rice and these payments are being made by RTGS mode.

+ Quality Control - District level quality control cell is being positioned under the control of District
Collector in each district besides creating a quality control wing at State level. Testing centers for
analyzing the samples are being established at state and district level.
