O R D E R:


In the reference cited, Government issued orders authorizing the Institute for Electronic Governance of IT & C Department to take up the computerization of the AP State Civil Supplies Corporation besides refinement and maintenance of existing applications developed or to be developed by the IEG. The IEG while developing the software is also required to assess the hardware requirement for the AP State Civil Supplies Corporation and assist in procuring the same well in time.


Accordingly, Corporation has got designed, developed and launched web-based ‘e-Office’ project as a total e-solution to PDS, Marketing and Office activities. The said project is working fully with on-line data entry from 23 DMOs and 8 ZMOs throughout the State. The said IT project has also been demonstrated before Government of India and Civil Supplies Departments of various State Governments – Tamilnadu, Madhya Pradesh, Karnataka – and been appreciated. Secretary to Government of India and Managing Director, FCI have also seen the demo at Hyderabad on 5.1.2007. The Principal Secretary, CS, Tamilnadu and Chairman of the High Power Committee set up by Government of India for CS computerization has also seen the demo and sent copy of it to Government of India with his report for considering its application as a model at the national level.


In pursuance of these orders, the Corporation has taken up various modules of ‘e-Office’ as part of IT project in respect of the Administration, Public Distribution System, Marketing, Finance and Engineering activities of the Corporation and developed various web based programmes. A detailed note is appended for information. Some more programmes are in the process of development by involving the agencies like IEG, Center for Good Governance (CGG) and e-seva. In addition e-Accounts web-based package has also been developed by NIC, which has helped finalization of pending accounts from 2000-01 onwards upto date. In order to have a continuation and integration of various projects developed, to be developed, and also to make it an end-to-end solution, it is felt necessary to have a departmental review and monitoring committee with the following members:
